Description

The Caddy Spoon has an oval bowl which displays an outer band of pierced star motifs enclosing a central
panel of chequered designs. The handle is engraved with a single flower head and prick dot bands. The top
of the handle displays a vacant cartouche and the reverse is very well marked.
